Eligibility

The student must be an undergraduate (full-time or part-time) at a university or community college in the Bay Area, intending to complete the BS degree, and must have a demonstrable interest in electronic materials.  The interest may be expressed, for example, in terms of work, project experience or courses selected.  Students attending universities and colleges within the Bay Area (from Sacramento and Santa Rosa to San Luis Obispo) are eligible to apply.

Recommendation

One recommendation is required from either a faculty member or an industry supervisor.

Applications

To apply for the award, the student must fill out the attached application form, include a one page essay demonstrating their interest in electronic materials, and include one recommendation.
